SCBOA and SCBOWBO Code of Conduct
Each participating member of SCBOA and/or SCBOWBO shall:

1.  Be responsible to obtain, review, and to follow the SCBOA and/or SCBOWBO Constitutions, By-Laws, Board Policies and other applicable policies, and regulations of the organization.  These documents are available from the SCBOA website (www.scboa.com) or SCBOWBO website (www.scbowbo.com) or from any Board Member.

2.  Accept assignments in coverage areas through the SCBOA or SCBOWBO Assigning Secretary or designee.

3.  Maintain a reasonable schedule of availability for game assignments.

4.  Fulfill all assignment obligations accepted. If unable to work an assignment, notify the Assigning   Secretary a minimum of 48 hours prior to game time.
5.  Accept designated game fees minus deductions determined by the Association, as outlined on the payment schedule set by the Association.

6.  Make contact with assigned partner(s) at least 48 hours prior to game time.

7.  In the event of snow or other inclement weather, be responsible for determining if a game has been cancelled by reviewing the assigning software, contacting the Assigning Secretary, or by contacting the Athletic Director at the assigned school.

8.  Abstain from consuming alcoholic beverages and illegal substances the day of the game prior to the game. Refrain from bringing or obtaining alcohol or illegal substances at game sites and grounds.  SCBOA and SCBOWBO do not condone the use of illegal substances of any type.

9.  Wear the standard National Federation uniform as described in the Rulebook and in SCBOA and SCBOWBO policies.  Wear specified patches for school-affiliated games (WOA on shirt: SCBOA or SCBOWBO on jacket).  Uniforms will be clean, pressed and not in disrepair, with pants of appropriate length and material.  Sweat pants and similar non-professional attire are not acceptable.  Officials shall be clean and well groomed.

10.  Maintain an appropriate level of knowledge, understanding and implementation of Federation rules and mechanics.

11.  Arrive at the game site at least 30 minutes prior to high school games and 15 minutes prior to junior high games. (If observing Non-Varsity officials, arrive in time to observe two quarters of the JV game at least by halftime of the JV game.)

12.  Report to the floor in full and proper uniform no later than 15 minutes before game time.  Late arrivals are subject to fines and/or disciplinary action.

13.  If a Non-varsity official, be expected to stay and watch at least half of the Varsity game.

14.  Attend 75% of scheduled Association meetings.  Attend an approved WIAA clinic in the allotted time. Failure to meet these requirements may result in: a reduction in officials schedule to an “as needed” status, a fine designated in the SCBOA By-Laws (Article XIV – Fines) or SCBOWBO By-Laws (Article VIII –Fines) and/or ineligibility for Playoff and State Tournament assignments.

15.  As an Apprentice, also attend 75% of the Apprentice meetings held before the Association meetings. Failure to meet this requirement may result in a fine as designated in the SCBOA By-Laws (Article XIV –Fines) or SCBOWBO By-Laws (Article VIII – Fines) and a reduction in officials scheduled assignments.

16.  Report charges of misconduct by other officials to the SCBOA or SCBOWBO Board or the Assigning Secretary for review within 24 hours of occurrence. Of particular importance are those infractions that require an adjustment in payment or fines.

17.  Report charges of misconduct by coaches, administrators, players or spectators to the Assigning Secretary immediately following the game and complete a written report within 24 hours of occurrence.

18.  As an independent contractor, assume any liability for or against yourself as an individual, and assume all responsibility for tax liability.

19.  As a spectator or working official, not criticize the work of other officials.
20.  Whether on or off court, behave in a manner consistent with the Code of Conduct as well as the WOA and WIAA Codes of Conduct, in any situation in which it may be construed that you are associated with or represent SCBOA or SCBOWBO.

21.  Be allowed a one (1) year personal leave of absence under the guidelines and requirements detailed in the SCBOA By-Laws (Article XII Leave of Absence) or SCBOWBO By-Laws (Article X- Leave of Absence.)  Requests must be submitted in writing no later than December 31 of the current year.

The SCBOA and SCBOWBO shall not be liable for any damages or injury to its officials, or any other person, or to any property of any part thereof.  The official agrees to hold the SCBOA and SCBOWBO harmless from any claims for damages no matter how caused.

The official understands and agrees to abide by and uphold this Code of Conduct while a member of SCOBA and/or SCBOWBO.
